The BHYFL prides itself on having caring, professional, and well-trained coaches. With this in mind, we expect our coaches to be respected, looked up to by both the participants and parents, as well as the community at large. It is our goal to provide the training and tools that a prospective coach in the BHYFL will use in the instruction of the student/athletes in the BHYFL. All coaches will be background checked, and interviewed. Coaches are not guaranteed consecutive seasons in the BHYFL. Each must re-apply and be selected by the BHYFL Board of Directors.
The following are the minimum requirements for certification:
1. All potential Coaches must attend 2 of the four scheduled Coaches certification classes. (Either A. 6/27 and 7/18…or   B. 7/11, and 7/25) This is mandatory.
2. Must take and pass the YFUSA on line examination at www.YFUSA.org 

(More info on these on-line requirements will be given to you at a cert. class you attend.)

3. Must be committed to the children and families, have a practice and game plan, and be at all practices.  

4. Attend a CPR / First Aid certification class which will soon be scheduled. This certification card lasts for two years. 
(Not required if already certified).

5. Must conduct themselves according to the BHYFL Coaches Code of Conduct at all times.

6. Must maintain communication with the league president at all times and have an active email address and phone.

7. Check the web-site at least 2X per week to remain up to date and informed.

8. Please try to find  2  $100 sponsors for the league. This will help cover the many scholarships we are providing to the families to fill up your teams.  This is very important.
